The Experinece

Klein Drostdy House is an elegant house 
layered with history.

Its origins trace back to the 18th century, When 
it formed part of the original Drostdy complex. 

The home was significantly modernised 
during the mid-1800s and expanded again 
in the early 20th century, resulting in a richly 
textured architectural narrative that reflects 
generations of Cape life. 

From its elongated form to later Victorian 
additions, the house stands today as a living 
archive - not frozen in time, but evolving 
through the people who inhabit it.
